and the curatorial crux of the show is much too broad, there are some very impressive works — and it’s also nice to see small works given
the room to breathe in the space. Local favorites make our coast look rather strong, for example, Lesley Vance'’s delicate painting of flora,
Rebecca Morris’ collage that is characteristically both space-age and primitive, and recent transplant Matthew Connors’ small paintings,

which play with elements of minimalism and abstraction but are far more personal because of their intimate scale and the way he handles
the paint itself.
